AAWGT members had the opportunity to participate in several site visits to our 
grantees in March (described below), including the Light House Shelter.  On the 
same day as our visit to the shelter, the National Center on Family Homelessness 
released a report on the state of child homelessness.  The findings are shocking -- 
more than 1.5 million children across the U.S. (one out of every fifty)-- experience 
homelessness at least once a year.  The report for Maryland 
(http://www.homelesschildrenamerica.org/state_detail.php?state=MD) indicates 
that 1 out of 28 children in Maryland do not know where they will get their next 
meal.     
  
This is a reminder of how important our grant dollars are to the nonprofits that we 
fund each year.   Please note that we have links to all of our grantees in the side 
column of this newsletter, where you can get additional information about these 
organizations and how to get involved.  Another great source of volunteer 
opportunities in our county is the Volunteer Center of Anne Arundel County.
